Navajo Nation Human Rights Commission to hold Public

St. Michaels, Ariz. - Have you ever felt discriminated against? Community
members are invited to comment on the subject of race relations as it exists in or
around the Navajo Nation during a series of public hearings hosted by the Navajo
Nation Human Rights Commission (NNHRC) in Winslow, Ariz., Holbrook, Ariz.
and Flagstaff, Ariz. on December 2" and 3", 2008.
