Navajo Nation Department of Fish and Wildlife Fish Biologist Glenn Selby said
more than 59,000 rainbow trout and 17,000 channel catfish have been restocked this
spring at Cutter Dam, Morgan, Ganado, Cow Springs, Berland and Wheatfields Lake.

Tom stated, “The Navajo Nation has several great lakes and outstanding
recreational areas for everyone to enjoy. If this will be your first time visiting the Navajo
Nation, we hope it will be an enjoyable and memorable one.”

According to a Navajo Nation Demographic Survey and Economic Impact Study,
many Navajoland visitors often come back for a second visit to the Navajo Nation.
